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Just a few reminders – 
· Renting the Town Hall- Town Residents can rent the Town Hall for $25/day or $50/day with heat.  

· Stray animals (dogs or cats) contact the Barron County Humane Officer by calling the Sheriff’s Office at 715-537-5814.
· Snow Plowing – State law prohibits plowing snow in driveways across town roads.  It is a safety hazard for town equipment and drivers. Violators may be fined or held liable for damages. 
· Mailboxes – State Requirement is a post no larger than 4” and 36” from shoulder of road. Bottom of the mailbox must be 42”-50” above the road surface and may not extend into the shoulder of the road. 
· Burning Permits are required when there is no snow on the ground and can be obtained from the Town Patrolman or the Chairman at no charge.
· Sand/salt is available at the Town Shop for residents no charge if they need a pail or two.
